· One congenital syphilis case was reported in the first quarter of 2019 in an Aboriginal child in the Pilbara region. 
· The total number of infectious syphilis notifications was 33% higher than the previous 12-month period and double the previous five-year mean (Table 1). 
· In the current 12-month period, 88% of notifications had a completed enhanced surveillance form provided by notifying clinicians, which was comparable to the previous five-year mean of 91%.
· In the Perth metropolitan area, the number of notifications categorised as MSM remained relatively stable in comparison to the previous 12-month period (n=218 vs. 220) and was 42% higher than the previous five-year mean of 154 cases per 12-month period. 

· The number of notifications in the Perth metropolitan area with an unknown exposure category was 67% higher than the previous 12-month period (n=20 vs. 12), and more than three-times higher than the previous five-year mean of six cases per 12-month period.

· The infectious syphilis notification rate remained highest in the Kimberley region and increased by 91% in comparison to the previous 12-month period. The rate more than doubled in the Midwest and increased by more than three-fold in the Goldfields and Great Southern regions. The rate remained relatively stable in the Perth metropolitan region.
· In the Kimberley region, a total of 284 infectious syphilis cases (118 male, 166 female) were notified from the beginning of the outbreak in the region in June 2014 to December 2019. Prior to 2014, there had been no infectious syphilis notifications in the region for two years.

· In the Pilbara region, a total of 133 infectious syphilis cases (63 male, 70 female) were notified from the beginning of the outbreak in the region in February 2018 to December 2019. Prior to February 2018, there had been on average 2 infectious syphilis notifications per 12-month period in the region.

· In the Goldfields region, a total of 31 infectious syphilis cases (14 male, 17 female) were notified from the beginning of the outbreak in the region in January to December 2019.

· The increased notifications in the Kimberley, Pilbara and Goldfields regions are part of a larger outbreak in northern Australia that commenced in January 2011 in the Northern Territory. 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· There were 103 HIV cases notified in the January to December 2019 period, a 78% increase compared to the previous 12-month period (n=58) (Table 1).
· There were 41 HIV cases notified in the October to December 2019 quarter, which was twice the number reported in the previous quarter (20 to 41 cases) (Figure 4).
· Over the two 12-month reporting periods, the number of male HIV cases increased by 77% (47 to 83 cases) while a nine-case increase was observed for females (11 to 20 cases). The male: female ratio for new HIV diagnoses remained stable over the two periods (4.2 vs 4.3).

· Compared to the previous 12-month reporting period, the number HIV notifications increased across most age groups. In particular, the number of notifications in those aged 40 years and above had more than doubled over the two reporting periods (24 to 58) (Table 12). 
· The median age of HIV notifications in the January to December 2019 period was 42 years (range: 7 to 72 years) and 5.5 years older than the median age reported for the previous 12-month period (36.5 years; range: less than 1 year to 73 years).

· There was a five-cases increase in the number of HIV notifications in MSM in the most recent 12-month reporting period (Table 14). Most MSM who were newly diagnosed with HIV in the current period reported acquiring their infection in Australia (69%; n=24).
· The number of male heterosexual HIV cases was just over three-times the number reported in the previous 12-month period (Table 14). The majority of these cases were men who acquired HIV overseas (74%; n=31), of whom the majority acquired HIV in South-East Asia (62%; n=21).

· In the most recent 12-month period, almost all of the male heterosexual cases who acquired HIV in South-East Asia were either born in Australia (62%; n=13), or in another country outside South-East Asia (29%; n=6). Of the 15 cases who reported a reason for visiting South-East Asia in the current reporting period, most stated they were on holiday when the likely exposure to HIV had occurred (60%; n=9). 

· In addition, the majority of males reporting heterosexual acquisition in South-East Asia in the current reporting period were aged 50 years or older (57%; n=12), representing an older cohort of cases in comparison to total HIV cases reported in WA.

· There was a six-case increase in the number of female HIV notifications attributed to heterosexual exposures, compared to the previous 12 months (Table 14). The majority of these cases had acquired HIV overseas (60%;n=9).
