0218/01 ‘Findings’ in same-day endoscopy

Q.
Is WA Coding Rule 0115/01 ‘Findings’ on same-day endoscopy still current following the
implementation of ICD-10-AM/ACHI/ACS Tenth Edition?

A.

To determine whether findings meet the criteria for coding in a same-day diagnostic endoscopy,
apply ACS 0051 Same-day endoscopy - diagnostic which instructs:

o Where principal/additional diagnoses are clearly documented:

o ACS 0051 does not apply. When a discharge summary has been completed and
principal and additional diagnoses are documented, follow ACS 0001 Principal
diagnosis and ACS 0002 Additional diagnoses.

e Where principal/additional diagnoses are not clearly documented:

o Assign codes for all other findings as additional diagnoses (note these findings do

not need to meet the criteria in ACS 0002).

Additionally:

¢ The highlighted instruction of WA Coding Rule 0115/01 ‘Findings’ on same day endoscopy
is still current:

‘Findings’ as referred to in ACS 0046 Diagnosis selection for same-day endoscopy should
be taken to include any diagnoses recorded on the endoscopy report as well as any
diagnoses recorded in the conclusion of the histopathology report.

e As per ACCD Coding Rule Selection of morphology codes from pathology reports (April
2017): “The entire pathology report must be used to abstract information for the purposes of
clinical coding...”

Note: findings in same-day surveillance endoscopies do need to meet ACS 0002 in order to be
coded — see ACS 0052 Same-day endoscopy — Surveillance.

DECISION

To determine whether findings meet criteria for coding in same-day diagnostic endoscopy,
follow ACS 0051 Same-day endoscopy — diagnostic and assign codes for all other findings
as additional diagnoses (note these findings do not need to meet the criteriain ACS 0002
Additional diagnoses).
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Findings in same-day surveillance endoscopies do need to meet ACS 0002 in order to be
coded — see ACS 0052 Same-day endoscopy — Surveillance.

‘Findings’ should be taken to include any diagnoses recorded on the endoscopy report as
well as any diagnoses recorded on the histopathology report.

This WA Coding Rule 0218/01 ‘Findings’ on same-day endoscopy supersedes WA Coding
Rule 0115/01 ‘Findings’ on same-day endoscopy.
