Should insertion, removal or exchange of silicone oil be coded separately when repair of retinal 
detachment is performed? 

 
A. 

Silicone oil may be used to replace vitreous fluid for retinal tamponade during repair of retinal 
detachment. It is most commonly used in cases of complicated retinal detachment. 

Clinical advice states that insertion, removal and exchange of silicone oil are inherent in all 
procedures for repair of retinal detachment. 
 

DECISION 

Insertion, removal and exchange of silicone oil are inherent in all procedures for repair of 
retinal detachment. A separate procedure code does not need to be assigned.
