It is acknowledged that skin tag excision would not be performed ‘by colonoscopy’ (i.e. using a
colonoscope instrument to perform the excision), however the other Index entry ‘with’ leads to the
same code assignment 32093-00 Fibreoptic colonoscopy to caecum, with polypectomy and should
be followed.

DECISION

Assign the appropriate colonoscopy/sigmoidoscopy ‘with polypectomy’ code for anal skin
tag excision performed before or after colonoscopy/sigmoidoscopy, in the same visit to
theatre/procedural unit.
