DECISION

Noninvasive ventilation given directly after invasive ventilation should be considered as
weaning and included in the calculation of invasive ventilation, until the patient is
extubated. Any noninvasive ventilation given after extubation should be assigned a
separate noninvasive ventilation code.

We will query with the ACCD whether our interpretation of weaning and ACS 1006
Ventilatory support is consistent with theirs.
